See the “Mark” column on the Interior Finish Schedule for the components’ designators. These designator marks match the same designator marks on F1/AF604-A.

	a.  Units will be periodically cleaned in a cart washer, not an autoclave.
i.  Units will not be cleaned in an autoclave, which uses water temperatures at about 250F. Instead, units will be cleaned in a cart washer using hot water temperatures at about 200F. 
ii.  Replace epoxy-coated posts with stainless steel, high-temperature rated posts.
b. AE: Retain the high temperature casters indicated on the bid documents. 
c. These units are intended for sterile storage.
